The Decision you cannot ignore. 

THE WAGES OF SIN OR THE GIFT OF GOD  

For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life 
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Rom 6:23  

In life, there are things you 
cannot ignore. Gravity may be 
invisible, yet it is at work in 
everything. A sin maybe hidden, 
but as the scripture above says, 
its wages will soon cash in.

In the Old 
Testament, animals were killed 
for the atonement of the sins 
people committed.
